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RIDE HELPERS ROLES 

PARKING STEWARD
It is worth having several parking stewards early on to get the parking lines started and to assist safe passage through particularly difficult gates.  Parking stewards should preferably work in pairs, with good communications to the ride secretary via mobile phone (mobile phones must be tested first). Where the access is shared by horses and vehicles then a steward will be needed all day. 
All gate stewards will be briefed by the ride organiser and provided with a clipboard containing: a list of all ride officials and their mobile numbers; map and talkaround; information on how best to set up the parking – usually in accordance with the landowners wishes/consent; uptodate ride list for information; emergency contact name and mobile phone number; incident report form; and either a packed lunch or food vouchers, of course.
In the event of an incident or emergency, contact the ride secretary and ask for assistance – it is the responsibility of the ride secretary to inform the technical steward and set in motion a suitable response. 
Hi-viz clothing should be worn. The location of their position must be clearly established and recorded by the ride organiser and ride secretary.
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
