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RIDE HELPERS ROLES 

STARTER
A formal starter is required for endurance rides (ERs) and may be required for competitive rides (CRs). The starter works with the timekeeper; who is actually responsible for the timekeeping records throughout the day.
First things: 

The starter is responsible with the timekeeper, vetgate starter, vet steward, vetgate timekeeper, vetgate vet steward and ride secretary to synchronise all clocks being used to record timings during the ride.  Beside the clocks being used by the above, a large visible clock synchronised to the starter’s clock is appreciated by riders.  

The starter is responsible for ensuring that a start line or markers and a finish line or markers are in place – these may not be in close proximity to one another especially when there is going to be provision for an ER racing finish. 

The starter is responsible for checking that each ER rider has left the start within 15 minutes of the specified start time for their class (no competitor may start later than this and is automatically eliminated).  For larger events with multiple CRs, the starter is responsible for ensuring that the start time for each CR rider is recorded by the timekeeper.  

In the event of an incident or emergency, contact the ride secretary and ask for assistance – it is the responsibility of the ride secretary to inform the technical steward and set in motion a suitable response. 
During the ride and afterwards: 

The starter is not responsible for anything further. All timekeeping then becomes the responsibility of the timekeepers and their stewards.
Hi-viz clothing should be worn. The location of their position must be clearly established and recorded by the ride organiser and ride secretary.
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
