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RIDE HELPERS ROLES 

VET WRITER
Looks after their appointed vet and completes the vet sheets under the instruction of the vet. 
The ride organiser will allocate vet writers to vets, if using a ‘new’ vet the ride organiser will pair them up with an experienced vet writer – or vice versa!  
All vet writers will be briefed by the technical steward or ride organiser on completion of the vet sheets, vetgate cards and incident report forms, the comments they may make, any special situations that may arise and reiterate that they must not make any comment regarding the horse’s suitability for continuing! 
Each vet writer will be provided with a clipboard containing: uptodate vet steward’s list showing the order of vetting and start times; a list of all ride officials and their mobile numbers; map and talkaround; directions to each checkpoint, gate, steward and on course vetgate with post code and/or map reference; emergency contact name and mobile phone number; incident report form; and a packed lunch or meal vouchers, of course.
Hi-viz clothing should be worn in case the vet is called out to attend a horse casualty on course. The location of their position must be clearly established and any changes recorded by the ride secretary.
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
